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Rootshapes

Like roots to a tree, Rootshapes provide the foundation for all hand symbols in
the International SignWriting Alphabet (ISWA 2010). There are 13 Rootshapes.

Rootshapes are determined by the shape of the LOWEST finger in the hand-
shape. For example, a square for a TIGHT Fist must have at least one fin-
ger touching the palm of the hand. A circle for an OPEN fist, has at least one
finger close to the palm of the hand, but not touching the palm of the hand.

I:I Rootshape 01: Tight Fist
Tight Fist: At least 1 finger touches palm

Rootshape 02: Fist Thumb Under

Tight Fist: At least 1 finger touches palm with thumb under it

Rootshape 03: Fist Thumb Across

Tight Fist: At least 1 finger rests on top of thumb across palm

Rootshape 04: Circle
At least 1 fingertip touches thumbtip in a curve or...
At least 1 curved finger is close to palm of hand

Rootshape 05: Curlicue
At least 1 fingertip touches inside middle of thumb

Rootshape 06: Claw
At least 1 finger is bent at Middle Joint & Tip Joint

Rootshape 07: Hook

At least 1 finger is bent at Middle Joint, touching thumb tip

At least 1 finger is curved at the Middle Joint & Tip Joint.
There is NO bend or curve at the Knuckle Joint.

Rootshape 09: Oval

At least 1 finger is curved at all three joints: Knuckle Joint,
Middle Joint and Tip Joint.

Rootshape 10: Hinge
At least 1 finger bends at the Knuckle Joint, while
the Middle Joint and Tip Joint lock completely straight.

Rootshape 11: Angle
The Hinge, with fingertips and thumb tip touching

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Action Fingers
Once the Rootshape is established, the lines for the fingers are attached. The
finger lines are called Action Fingers. They extend from the root of the hand like
branches on a tree. Action Fingers are more important than the Rootshape, be-
cause they are looked at first, just as observers look at the branches of a tree first.
Readers focus on Action Fingers first, since they give meaning to the handshape.

2008 Standardization of Hand Symbols

Over a 34 year period, from 1974-2008, thousands of people used SignWriting to
write their sign languages, and through this natural process, the writing system
improved. Today, in 2010, SignWriting is more compact and streamlined because
of this important natural evolution. Back in 1998, the hand symbols were working
relatively well and remained the same for a decade. But there was one inconsis-
tency with finger direction and palm facing, relating only to the white palm symbols,
that was finally resolved with the development of the International SignWriting
Alphabet 2008. The white palm facing symbols now relate to the Center of the
Body like all other hand symbols. This book documents the 2008 Standardization
of Hand Symbols: ALL hand symbols consistently relate to the Center of the Body.

A Series of Five Manuals
This manual, Part 2, documents every hand symbol in the International SignWriting
Alphabet 2010. Some writing instruction can be found in the beginning and at the
end of this manual, but generally this is a reference manual showing what each
symbol represents. How to write documents using these symbols will be presented
in Manual 5, which will include information on SignSpellings, punctuation of sign
sentences and writing role shifting in three Lanes. There will be five separate
manuals in this series, that in time will be consolidated into one large volume:

Hands Relate to Center

In the International SignWriting Alphabet, all hand symbols are designed to relate to
the Center of the Body. Imagine a Center Line going down the center of your body.
The Majority of Action Fingers are directed towards the center. Left hands are writ-
ten to the left of the Center Line. Right hands are written to the right of the Center Line.

The Wall Plane

Hand symbols parallel to the Front Wall look the same whether they are far from the
chest, close to or touching the chest, or behind the body. You can FEEL the posi-
tion of the palm facing. It remains the same symbol no matter how close or far it is.

The Floor Plane

Hand symbols parallel to the Floor look the same whether they are high above the
head, in the middle in front of your chest, or low at hip level. You can FEEL the posi-
tion of the palm facing. It remains the same symbol no matter how high or low it is.

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Hands Pointing to the Side

Hand symbols with the fingers pointing to the side can be writ-
ten from the Front View, parallel to the Front Wall Plane, or from
the Top View, parallel to the Floor Plane. Both symbols are correct,
since side-to-side can be seen from the Front View or the Top View.
Choose to write the simpler symbols seen from the Front View, paral-
lel to the Front Wall, since they are less complicated for quick reading:

From an early age, Adam
felt the need for a written form for his language, American Sign Lan-
guage (ASL). Before 2003, Adam knew nothing of SignWriting, which
was developed by Valerie Sutton in Denmark in 1974. Ironically, Val-
erie taught SignWriting at Los Angeles Pierce College in 1982, the
year Adam was born. Later Adam attended Los Angeles Pierce Col-
lege, receiving his Associates Degree in ASL/Interpreting in 2006.

In 2003, while on the internet, Adam happened to come across Sign-
Writing. He was instantly attracted to it. He joined the SignWriting List
and asked questions on how to write signs, and wrote a school paper
interviewing people about SignWriting at LA Pierce College. Adam
became a skilled signwriter, and soon was answering other List mem-
ber’s questions. In 2004, Adam began working with Valerie Sutton as
a member of the Deaf Action Committee for SignWriting (the DAC),
dedicating long hours of work to a series of SignWriting projects.

Adam had a vision of an ASL dictionary written completely in ASL. His
first project with the DAC was to write sign-definitions in ASL. Some
of these definitions are available in the ASL Dictionary in SignPuddle
Online.

At age 29 in 2011, Adam has worked on sev-
eral SignWriting projects, and this book is one of the most important.

Adam worked tirelessly in the summer of 2011, completing the SVG for-
mat of the entire ISWA 2010. This was an enormous task... a gift to Sign-
Writing users. Steve Slevinski, developer of SignPuddle and the SignWrit-
ing Image Server (SWIS), will be using Adam’s hand-refined SVG in his
software. This means that SignWriting documents in the future will have
smoother more beautiful vector-designed symbols. No more bitmaps!

SignWrting in SVG will also assist in developing TrueType Fonts for
SignWriting. TrueType fonts are necessary for acceptance into Unicode.

Adam has a great love for language and literature especially in his na-
tive language, ASL. Adam has enjoyed working on this book as his
knowledge of SignWriting has deepened. He hopes that users of this
manual will also deepen their knowledge of SignWriting and that they
will continue making the dream of written Sign Languages a reality.
